Minutes of the 2nd Meeting of the General Assembly of the IABERD

Hanover, New Hampshire, USA, 
October 7, 2015, 12:30pm
1) Welcome
a) Philippe welcomed the assembly and presented the agenda.  He asked for any additions to the agenda. There were none and the agenda was accepted.
2) Reports
a) President’s Report

i) Philippe presented the president’s report (see attached)

b) Treasurer’s report

i) François presented the Treasurer’s report (see attached)

ii) François will collect fees at the end of the meeting.  Fees can also be paid on the website.

c) Vote for acceptance

i) Philippe asked for a vote for acceptance for both reports.  Unanimously accepted
3) Presentation of the amendments to the statutes

a) The Secretary (R. Wilkins) presented the amendments.  Philippe commented on the amendments, explaining the reasoning for the move from VP to P for continuity of knowledge.  Philippe asked the General Assembly to vote on the amendments.  The amendments were approved unanimously (amendments and updated statutes are attached).
4) Proposal of new Executive and Scientific Committee members:

a) The current Executive Committee is composed of a Philippe Viosin (President), Harold Swartz (Vice-President), ii)
François Trompier (Treasurer) and Ruth Wilkins (Secretary).  The Treasurer and Secretary are willing to continue for another term. The Vice-President will become President and a new Vic-President will be elected.  The General Assembly agreed to this executive committee.  Harold Swartz will become the new President
b) The Scientific Council members:
i) Four members of the Scientific Council have been asked to step: David Lloyd (agreed), Michael Fenech, Kai Rothkamm and Firouz Darroudi. They will be informed by email.
ii) Philippe asked for volunteers for the Scientific Council.: Marco Valente, Liz Ainsbury, Albrecht Wieser, Jean-Michel Dolo, Alexander Romanyukha and Matthias Port were all nominated or volunteered. Each nominee introduced themselves
iii) The General Assembly approved of the new members of the Scientific Council.
c) The new vice-President: Laurence Roy was nominated by the Scientific Council.  She introduced herself to the General Assembly.  Philippe asked for other nominations from the floor but there were none.  The General Assembly approved of the new vice-President.
5) Presentation of the website and discussion

a) Philippe presented the new website. https://iaberd.org/
6) Discussion membership and annual fees
a) Fees will stay at 25€/15€ for now.  If we have enough money we can organize smaller thematic meetings between conferences, training etc. This is the reason the registration fee is so important.  Subscription is yearly.  The attendees were asked to pay for their fees for 2015.  

Q. Marco Valente:  Is it possible to have a reduced conference fee for members?

A: Philippe: many associations have this and we are considering it.

Q: Paoloa: Can we consider using these funds for advancement of funds for conference planning.  

A: Philippe: IABERD may also be able to help with travel costs for young investigators
7)  Discussion of the location of the next EPRBioDose meeting
a) Philippe asked for proposals from the General Assembly
i) Soheir Saad Korraa presented a proposal for Sharm El Sheikh, Egypt

ii) Matthias. Port, Ulrike Kulka and Albrecht Wieser made a proposal for conference in Munich with three institutes, maybe at the beginning of 2018.  

iii) Shin Toyota: Japan might also make a proposal

iv) W. Blakely noted that we should ensure organizers have contacted journals for special editions from the meeting.

v) S. Koraa: stated she thought that publishing papers should be the job of the Scientific Council and not the organizers. 
vi) Harold indicated that we need more details. There was another possible proposal from Israel.  It was decided that the Scientific Council should establish exactly what information is required from each proposal team and circulate it to the General Assembly.

vii) Once the guidelines are established, proposals should be sent to Philippe who will post them on the website along with a poll for voting.  Information to be included in the proposal should include budgets, accommodation, venue etc. The precedence has been that the organizer is responsible for the journal submissions.  Proposals are due to Philippe by the end of October. Voting will be completed by the end of 2015. Meeting dates should be taking into consideration other meetings.
8) Other business
a) Change to statute: It was suggested that the statutes should be revised such that the past president should remain on executive for one more term.  This will have to wait until the next General Assembly meeting for voting.
b) Poster prize – IABERD will give prizes for two posters in Biodosimetry on Thursday while EPR Society is supporting two for EPR. The prize winners will be announced at the dinner Thursday night.
c) Harold recognized the contributions of Philippe.
